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New Frontiers for Medicine

Dr. Saxon believes Body Computing can forever
change the interaction between physicians and
patients. Electronic medical records have made it
possible to transfer clinical data rapidly, but networked
devices can take this further: completing the loop

by virtually eliminating the need for paper charts,
desktop computers, pagers and cell phones to convey
crucial information.

Although Body Computing is a new field, it's causing
a great deal of discussion. There are many studies
going on around the United States and worldwide
that are testing the use of BlackBerry smartphones on
remote patient monitoring systems for diabetes, heart
conditions and other chronic complaints.

Dr. Saxon sees a bright future for this science and
recently hosted the first Body Computing Conference at
the University of Southern California.
